2.0 Minutes of the 2016 AGM
These were approved.
3.0 Matters arising
There were none.
4.0 Officer’s reports
Graham Raven gave an overview. We are pleased to note the expansion of Engineering at King’s prior to the expected major re-launch in 2020. There are now 100 Electronic Engineering and 82 Bio-medical Engineering first year undergraduates. See item 7.0.
The KCLEA Medal was presented at the NMS awards on 22nd November to Mark Street and we have resumed the award of Bursaries.

In addition to the AGM the focus is now on two events, these being the Annual Lecture and the Annual Lunch. Earlier in the year the lecture on the “Titanic” filled the Kevin Nash lecture theatre with an audience drawn from many disciplines and illustrated the benefits of Engineering to society in general.

This year’s lecture is on tunnelling and will be delivered by Bill Grose.

This year’s Annual lunch will take place in Bush House.

Graham concluded by thanking Chris, Ted, John and Keith for their work. David Blacoe was thanked for organising a “new home” for Reggie and Ross Henry was thanked for his pro-active work in developing the interface between the KCLEA and the KCLES.

5.0 Accounts
Ian Williams was thanked for his work in auditing the accounts. John summarised the current situation which shows that we are financially sound.

Keith confirmed the value of the Investment Fund at £61,500 (on 2nd November 2017). It is intended to buy more M&G shares with some of our cash reserves.

Mike Clode is to take over as a senior Trustee of the Investment Fund.
6.0 Elections of Officers and Committee Members
Graham Raven indicated that, next year, he would be stepping down as President.
Chris and John agreed to serve as Secretary and Treasurer for one more year.
David Hinder, Nicholas St. Hill and Lai Cheung had indicated their interest in joining the committee and existing members had indicated that they would like to stand again. All were elected en bloc.
7.0 Update on Engineering at King’s
This item was taken at the start of the meeting as Michael Luck was chairing an inaugural lecture elsewhere.
He outlined the current situation. There are 100 new undergraduates this year in Electronic Engineering. A new Head of Engineering is being sought, with interviews scheduled for the second week in December. New staff recruitment will then follow. A new head of Bio-medical Engineering is being sought. Development of the Quad. continues as does two floors in the Macadam Building.
International collaboration with universities across the world is being developed.
