A very good report of KCLES activities and objectives had been circulated by Mahin prior to the meeting and is included below :-

        Engineering Society 2019-2020
· Meet and greet in October: Introduction of the committee, get to know each other, group and team activities such as tower building, engineering riddles, design a roller coaster, Lego towers etc. Give a general idea of what the committee plans on doing on the next academic year. 

· Buddy Scheme: Assign buddies by the end of October or first week of November, plan an icebreaker event such as paintballing, bowling where people get a chance to not only meet their buddies but also get to know fellow and senior students. Buddies given to members only. 

· Introduce a new system called ‘Peer Tutoring’, similar to buddy scheme but introduced to specifically help with academics, guide them through out their semester and help with different modules. Many senior students work part time, this would also give them an opportunity to instead work here and help their juniors. (Need to pay to avail this opportunity, money shared with the student who agrees to tutor).

· Introduce more career events such as call alumni to come and talk about their journey to find a job or what motivated them to do what they are doing now. Can act as a source of guidance for students applying for internships. Organise events with the academics and the career councilors in college to help with applications, practice interviews, writing cover letters etc. Organise a career fair and invite representatives from companies such as siemens, Philips, General Electrics, Microsoft, GSK and many others which can provide employment to graduated engineers. 

· Organise workshops such as CAD, machine learning, sumo robot, all of which can provide valuable skills needed by engineers in the modern world. 

· Collaborate with the Robotic society to work on development of a robot or prosthetic hand.

· Fortnightly socials including pub crawls, quiz nights in St. Thomas, paintballing bowling, baking, BBQ etc.

· Organise talks on various research projects being carried out by our academics. Topics such as MRI, imaging, artificial intelligence would attract a large audience. 

· Try and organize an intersociety engineering competition where each group would work on a particular project and the one with the best outcome would be given a prize (yet to be decided)
